Instructions for Registering for Spring Clinicals for Students Graduating in May 2009 

 

Please note: You will register for the following lecture courses: 

S481 Nursing Management  16904 with Zody meets Tuesday mornings 8:30 ς 11:30  (10 weeks of 

semester) 

S484 Research Utilization 16908 with Bourke meets Tuesday afternoons 1:00 ς 4:00  (5 weeks) 

S485 Professional Growth and Empowerment 16909 with Narwold meets Wed. afternoon 1:00 ς 4:00 

 

As a part of your clinical courses in Nursing Management (S481) and S483 Nursing Practice Capstone you 

will be required to be on the IU Kokomo Campus  several Fridays for simulation and testing.  The 

following are the planned dates:  

February 13 (Pharmacology ATI and Med Surg ATI),  

March 6 NCLEX predictor ATI,  

March 27 (graded capstone simulation) 

April 17 NCLEX predictor repeat (mandatory for those not meeting competency level). 

April 24 (graded management simulation)   

 

A calendar will be posted  with specific dates for lecture classes in  early December so that you can plan 

around the dates. You should expect that the facility you will be with will have you attend some 

orientation sessions, and these may be prior to the actual start of the semester. As soon as we have 

information, we will let you know.  

 

On an important  note, several seniors were not ready with immunization and CPR information at the 

start of this semester. You must be up to date on all your immunizations, CPR, and annual TB  

throughout April 8, 2009 (that means nothing expiring during the period before April 30) by December 

1, 2008 or you will be withdrawn from your clinical. If another student is on the list for that spot, it will 

be moved. If and when you correct your deficiencies in terms of CPR, TB, etc. you will be allowed to re 

register on a space available basis. There will be no exceptions. 

 

For the Capstone and Management clinical (which is combined) you should register in the following 

groups. If you do not register correctly you will be moved administratively. We do not yet have exact 

placements identified, though we have a good idea of what we will expect. We have done our best to 

find a good placement for each of you. Additional Information is at the close of this document that 

should help you understand how capstone and management will be formatted. Of course, these 

placements assume that you pass the fall semester courses. If you are not happy about the group you 

are in, please email shendric@iuk.edu and tell me what you want instead. Then, if a position opens up, 

you will be notified shortly after December 1. Because of the complexity involved in these placements, 

there will be no trades or changes after about Dec 5. All changes must be approved by Hendricks.

S482 Nursing Management Practicum &  

S483 Nursing Capstone 

This nursing management practicum will be completed between January 15 and April 8, 2009 

(Spring Break is March 8-16).  During this time the student will spend approximately 150-155 hours in 

the assigned facility.  Approximately 110 hours of this should be spent in hands-on clinical learning with 

a preceptor and approximately 24 hours should be spent working with a charge nurse and/or a shift 

supervisor .    The remaining 20 hours should be spent with a nurse manager/director (learning about 

staffing/scheduling, budgets, dealing with employee issues and attending a management meeting

risk/quality improvement manager, case manager, education director and/or others who you believe 

will offer valuable learning experiences.  Some of the clinical can be spent reviewing policies and 

procedures and collecting information for papers and presenting an education project.   Students and 

faculty are responsible for monitoring hours.   

IU Kokomo S482/S483 students are expected to put on an education fair for nursing staff within 

the facility.  Students should arrange for a location/time/date within your facility where they can 

present their education project, posters or booth.  These can relate to a clinical topic or be an 

introduction to a change in policy/procedure.  Up to this point students have primarily taught patients 

and their families and presented to their classmates.  The purpose of this education project is to give 

students a chance to present to other healthcare providers.  Students will be expected to perform in this 

education role for 3-4 hours.  They will leave the education materials they develop at the facility.   

Students must complete and present their education projects for staff by April 1, 2009. 

 Students self-schedule for this clinical in collaboration with the preceptor, manager/ director 

and instructor.  They must not attend clinical during their scheduled class times.  These are tentatively 

scheduled for all day on Tuesday and another half day Wednesday most weeks, with occasional Fridays. 

Students will call preceptors in late December or early January to arrange the initial meeting.  The initial 

meeting should take place between January 15 and 22.    The instructor will not be on-site but will be 

available by cell phone and will call, email and/or visit in person at least two times during the semester 

to verify that everything is going well.  More frequent feedback from the manager is encouraged if the 

preceptor or manager/director wishes!  In order to facilitate good communications, one IU Kokomo 

faculty member will be assigned to your facility to monitor the work of all students in S482 and S483.  At 

the end of the course preceptors (manager and staff nurse) will be asked to complete a student 

evaluation.  The instructor is responsible for overall student evaluation and grading.
